Junior Year Roadmap
August/September

_____ Start/Continue of Exploration of College and Career options. Consider Internships.
All Year, Especially Fall (October-December)
____ Include sessions (College & Career Days) that include college and career representatives, who visit our high school.  It may be helpful to attend although it may not be a college or career that you initially think you are interested in to completely evaluate and begin to focus in on your area of interest.

 Fall (October/November)
_____Actively begin post-high school planning by seeking wisdom from the Scriptures, Parents, mentors and the guidance counselor.

_____Make a top 10 list of colleges/trade schools you would like to consider for attendance upon high school graduation. 
_____Plan and attend a college fair (usually in October in the Valley)

_____Take the PSAT offered at Trinity

_____Take the Career Assessment and Personality Test with House Leader (discuss results with your leader and guidance counselor)
 Winter (January/February)
_____Parents/Students: Schedule a winter precollege/career planning session with the guidance counselor.

_____Update your student portfolio to include any activities or leadership roles (sports, House Student Leader, Theater, peer tutor, etc).
Spring (March/April)
_____If you haven’t already done so, get a copy of your transcript to ensure all your credits and extracurricular activities are included.

_____Take advantage of your spring break to visit your top college choices.

_____Keep an achievement list of any award(s) that you have received to be included on college applications.

_____For both college and career students, look for internship opportunities in your area of interest.  You can brainstorm ideas with your parents, teachers, mentors and your guidance counselor.  (This is a great way to get experience and exposure, plus it looks good on your college/career resumes). 

____Take the Spring SAT offered at your school.  

____Try to schedule to take the ACT in the spring.  This way you can determine which test you would like to retake in fall if necessary.  The SAT and ACT have a bit of a different format, so this way you determine the test you feel the most successful in taking and with the results.  

____ Take the CLT exam if you are interested in going to a private Christian College. Go to www.cltexam.com to see if your school is one of the CLT participants.  There is a lot of free scholarship money tied into the participating schools and for just taking the exam. 
_____If you plan to participate in Division I or II sports, visit NCAA Initial-Eligibility Clearinghouse website, www. ncaaclearinghouse.net, to fill out the student release form.  You must have a form on file to be considered for an athletic scholarship and to play Division I or II sports.  This step is not necessary for Division III sports. 

_____Meet with your guidance counselor for senior year course selections. 
Summer

____Actively visit colleges if you are still trying to narrow your school choices down.

____Participate in internship opportunities

_____Participate in ministry or community service activities.

_____Mark deadlines on calendar

_____Write a college essay to save and use for multiple colleges and scholarship applications. 
Late Summer/Early Fall (August/September)

____Search for scholarships!!  (Designate 10 minutes a day to search scholarships.)

____Check colleges for application deadlines.  The earlier you apply there is an increased chance of getting scholarships.  (Some scholarships are on a first come first serve basis). 
_____Begin applying to colleges!!
